The Blessed Massabki Brothers 

     The Maronite Church celebrates the feast of the Blessed 

Massabkis on July 10th of each year. In the course of the     

fighting in Syria and Lebanon in 1860, a great number of  

Christians died for their faith.  Among them was a group of 

Franciscan Fathers and the three Massabki Brothers who were 

all martyred at Damascus in Syria, on the night of July 10th.  

Their bodies were buried in the Maronite Church in Damascus. 

Pope Pius XI declared them blessed on October 10, 1926. The 

Blessed Massabkis are the patrons of the National Apostolate of 

Maronites here in the United States, which has taken up their 

cause for sainthood.  

     I received an email from a friend the other day (and later by 

the Bishop) who provided me with several wonderful links. 

One of the links led me to a video trailer on the Blessed    

Massabki Brothers, entitled Fire in Damascus. It provides 

some background on the three martyrs and places their        

martyrdom squarely among the widespread political unrest of 

the time. I am providing the link for you. Look it up and learn a 

bit more about these faith-filled laymen who chose death rather 

than deny Jesus Christ. They were quite ordinary men who 

lived in extraordinary times. Their faith in the face of death 

offers something for all of to meditate upon and learn. The link 

is: http://corpuschristiwatershed.org/projects/massabki/ If you 

find the trailer interesting and the project worthwhile, please 

send them a message and let them know that you support this 

project.
