A MESSAGE FROM OUR PASTOR 

     Today we are celebrating Hosanna Sunday, a day in which we recall 
How our Savior, Jesus Christ, was joyously welcomed into the city of 
Jerusalem with acclamations and shouts of joy by the people, “Hosanna 
to the Son of David; blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord; 
Hosanna in the highest.” MT 21:9 

     In Hebrew, the word for Hosanna can be broken down into three 
parts: Yasha, Shawa, and Na.  Yasha is a verb that means to be freed. 
He one who does the “Yasha” is the one who frees the people and is a 
savior.  “Shawa” mean to cry out.  We see this translates to the people 
crying out to be freed or for a savior to free them from their              
oppression.  “Na” means please. The expression Hosanna means “Save 
us, please!”.  

     The term Hosanna comes from “hoshi’a na,” and we find this in 
Psalm 118:25.  By applying the word Hosanna to Jesus Christ, the      
celebrators in Jerusalem were equating Jesus with God to the        
psalmist’s hoshi’a na was directed, and we know for sure that is the 
Messiah, the Son of the Living God, Jesus Christ. 

Hosanna! Hosanna!  Jesus is our King and Savior!
